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Ospringe to Davington (1.45 pm): 

Walk from the parish church (1) to 

Ospringe Church of England Primary 

School (A). 

Walk down Water Lane to the A2 and 

the Maison Dieu (B).  

Cross at the pedestrian crossing.  

Walk down Grove Place and into 

Wallers Road.  

Turn right into Lower Road. 

Turn left onto South Road, and left 

again onto Tanners Street, passing 

Our Lady of Mount Carmel (C) and 

the Shrine of St Jude on the left, and 

the back of the Almshouses (F) on 

the right. 

At the end of Tanners Street, keep 

left and walk along the end of West 

Street, crossing the road by 

Stonebridge Pond (D), before walking 

up Davington Hill on your right. 

Follow the road around to the church 

of St Mary Magdalene with St 

Lawrence, Davington and The Brents 

(2) arriving at around 2.30 pm 

Davington to Preston-next-

Faversham (3.15 pm): 

Turn left out of the church onto Priory 

Row and cross the road. 

Walk along Barnfield Road, turning 

right at the first turning.  At the junction 

with Reedland Crescent turn left and 

then right at the junction with 

Broomfield Road.   

Turn right at the junction of Broomfield 

Road with Upper Brents.   

Cross the Swing Bridge (E) and turn 

right into North Lane.  Continue up into 

South Road and cross the road by the 

Almshouses (F) onto Stone Street. 

Towards the end of Stone Street you 

will come to the Cottage Hospital (G) 

on your left and the War Memorial on 

your right (H).  

Turn right onto Preston Street and walk 

past the United Reform Church (I) to 

Station Road.  Cross Station Road at 

the zebra crossing and walk along past 

the station (J), crossing the line at the 

Victorian Footbridge, which will take 

you into the churchyard of St 

Catherine’s (3) arriving at around 4 pm. 

Preston-next-Faversham to 

Faversham (4.45 pm): 

Walk through the churchyard and 

cross back over the Victorian 

Footbridge.   

Walk down St Mary’s Road and turn 

left along Chapel Street.  

At the junction, turn right and walk 

down Newton Road, crossing the road 

by Newton Place Medical Practice (K) 

on the left.  Continue down to the Post 

Office, and turn left into East Street. 

The Swan Inn (L) is at the junction of 

East Street, Market Street and 

Preston Street.   

Continue into Market Place, past the 

Council Offices (M) and turn at the 

Guildhall to walk towards Court Street.   

Cross Court Street at the Crescent 

Road zebra crossing and continue 

along Court Street past the Umbrella 

Centre (N), then turn right into Church 

Street.   

St Mary of Charity (4) is at the end of 

this street.  The final part of the 

service starts at 5.30 pm; the bells will 

be rung from 5 pm. 

All those who are able to, are very welcome to join us for some or all of the walks, or to meet at the various churches 
if travelling by car.
